Poor black kids think that selling drugs is a good
way to find a better future, but many end up consuming the products themselves' he
points out. He then adds that "there's no point in enforcing some policies against drugs
when these have not worked at all in the past”. In fact, he has always stated that there
should be harder laws against everyone involved in the drug trade.
